Chosen students undertake
genuine work assignments, synthesizing the theoretical and practical knowledge acquired
during their academic journey into tangible real-world contexts. Students must provide regular
updates on their progress in accordance with the directives from supervising professors and
mentors associated with the respective agencies. The aim of this process is to develop
students' professional competencies and knowledge, as well as ethical standards

and integrity, to ensure that graduates will meet labour market demands and be ready for
professional practice directly after graduation. The Faculty of Law requires students to

participate in at least 450 hours in this internship programmed.

These
doctrines relate to the scope of legal protection, enforcement and validation of rights, and
the procedures for obtaining such protection, including procedural documentation and use of

electronic systems for related submissions and record-keeping.
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(International Trade Law)
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Describes the general concepts of international business and
international trade, UN Convention on Contract for International Sale of Goods (CISG),
INCOTERMS rules under international sale agreement, payment methods by applying letter of
credit terms, electronic transfer, international trade dispute settlement, agreement on trade
dispute settlement and law related to maritime transportation, the Carriage of Goods by Sea

Act.
