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CULTURAL TOURISM DEVELOPMENT IN LAMPHUN PROVINCE
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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this research were: (1) to study the level of cultural tourism
development in Lamphun Province; and (2) to study personal factors related to the

development of cultural tourism in Lamphun Province.



This research was quantitative research. The population is 337,488 people living
in Lamphun province aged 18 years and over. Sampling was done according to the
concept of Krejcie & Morgan obtained a total of 383 people and used random
accidental sampling, and tools used in this research, a questionnaire was used. Data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics such as number, percentage, mean,
Standard Deviation, and the Chi-square statistic

The research findings were found that: (1) development of cultural tourism in
Lamphun Province overall and in each aspect there is a high level of tourism
development. Arranged in order as follows: Health and cultural tourism cultural and
traditional tourism rural tourism and historical tourism; and (2) overall personal
factors, including occupation and length of time living in the community. It is related
to the development of cultural tourism in Lamphun Province. Statistically significant
at the 0.01 level and educational level. It is related to the development of cultural
tourism in Lamphun Province. Statistically significant at the 0.05 level, the remaining

items are not related to the development of cultural tourism in Lamphun Province.
